This disclosure form provides initial general information about our boarding home, and allows you to compare care services of different boarding homes. (Licensed boarding homes in Washington are sometimes called “assisted living” facilities.)  Prior to moving in, you should visit a boarding home to ask how they will assist you with your unique needs and preferences.

Boarding homes may change the services that are available and the charges for these services, by providing thirty days advance notice to residents.  However, a boarding home must give you ninety days advance notice of any voluntary decrease in services that would require you to move out.

	Cascade Park Gardens' ongoing goal is to improve the quality of life for our residents.  Our Dietary Services Department strives to provide a “home-like” Liberalized Geriatric Diet as designed and approved by the ADA.  Our “House Diet” was created by a Registered Dietitian.  It is approximately 1800-2000 calories, allowing for Residents to request small or large portions.  The nutrient distribution of the diet is approximately 30% of calories from fat, 50-60% from carbohydrates, and 15-20% of calories from protein.  Carbohydrates are spread evenly throughout the day to accommodate diabetics.  The cholesterol content of the diet is approximately 300mg, and the sodium content is approximately 3 grams.  As a licensed boarding home, we are limited in our ability to provide specialized diets and have taken a “liberalized” approach to better satisfy our residents.  Altered textures and fluid thickeners are provided on a case by case, individualized basis.

It is important to note that because each boarding home structures its pricing differently, there may be additional charges associated with any service the boarding home provides or makes available.

	

	XIV. “Bed Hold” Services

	If you are a Medicaid resident and you need to be in a hospital, nursing home, or other rehabilitation facility or are otherwise away from our facility, we will hold your bed for you if you are likely to return to the facility and are eligible for a Medicaid covered bed hold for a period of up to 20 days:

If you are a private pay resident, the facility may choose whether or not to hold your bed during an absence.

	For a Private Pay resident, no allowance shall be made to the Basic Rate for the Monthly Room Rental regardless of the circumstances of the resident’s absence from the Facility.  If the absence from the Facility is due to illness, vacations, or extended visits away from the Facility for a period of 2 weeks or more, the rate charged for Personal Care Services will be pro-rated.  No cost allowance will be made for missed meals, activities, or other unused services.  If the resident dies, is hospitalized, or is transferred to another Facility for more appropriate care and does not return to the Facility, the Company shall refund any charges already paid less the per diem rate for the days the resident actually retained a bed or unit in the Facility.  The Facility may retain an additional amount to cover its reasonable, actual expenses incurred as a result of the resident’s move, not to exceed five (5) days per diem charges, unless the resident has given advance notice in compliance with the terms of the Admission Agreement.  

If a Medicaid resident is hospitalized, transferred to another Facility for more appropriate care, or temporarily placed in a nursing home, the Facility will retain the resident’s bed or unit for up to 20 days if the resident is likely to return to the Facility.  If the resident is not likely to return to the Facility within 20 days, then the resident or the resident’s representative must agree to pay the Facility 50% of the average daily rate to hold their bed or unit during their absence beyond the 20 day period.  If the resident or resident’s representative does not choose to pay for the bed-hold, then the Facility may release their bed or unit on the 21st day of their absence.  If, as part of the negotiated service agreement, agreed to by the resident, it is determined that the resident will not return to the Facility, the Facility may discharge the Resident in accordance with Section IV of the Facility's Admission Agreement, following the other requirements of RCW 70.129 (Long-Term Care Resident Rights Law).  In such a case, reasonable accommodations to prevent the discharge will not be required and notice of the discharge may be made by the Facility as soon as practicable, rather than 30 days in advance.

	MEDICAID DISCLOSURE NOTICE

Cascade Park Gardens currently participates in the Medicaid Program as it applies to licensed Boarding Homes/Assisted Living Facilities in the State of Washington.  In the future, Cascade Park Gardens may choose to withdraw from participating in the Medicaid Program.

If Cascade Park Gardens chooses to withdraw from the Medicaid Program Cascade Park Gardens may continue to provide Medicaid Program services to residents, assuming Medicaid eligibility is maintained.

Upon such withdrawal from the Medicaid Program, Medicaid Program services can continue to be provided to residents who were receiving these services on the day before the effective date of Cascade Park Gardens withdrawal from the Medicaid Program; or to residents who have been paying Cascade Park Gardens’ "private pay" rate for at least the two year period immediately prior to Cascade Park Gardens' termination of its Medicaid Contract and residents who become eligible for Medicaid within one hundred and eighty (180) days of the date of Cascade Park Gardens' termination of its Medicaid contract.

Notwithstanding the above, if Cascade Park Gardens chooses to withdraw from the Medicaid Program it may discharge or refuse residency to current residents if the residents become eligible for Medicaid at any time after termination of the Medicaid contract and the resident's have not resided at Cascade Park Gardens, paying a "private pay" rate, for at least the two year period immediately prior to termination of the Medicaid contract.

Also, any resident who becomes eligible for Medicaid more than one hundred and eighty (180) days after the date of Cascade Park Gardens' termination of its Medicaid contract will not be able to remain at Cascade Park Gardens under the Medicaid program.

Nothing in this notice should be treated or interpreted as a waiver of Cascade Park Gardens' authority and responsibility to initiate transfer or discharge proceeding under authority of RCW 70.129.110 when appropriate for any reasons justified under the provisions of that statute.
